3.3 Screws and screwholes

When mounting the Radio Interface, it is essential to consider the material and the appropriate drill
bit size. Please note the following guidelines:

If you are using wood screws you will need:

. 3x 4 mm countersink screws.
. Drill 3.3 mm holes.

If you are using machine screws you will need:
. 3x 4 mm countersink screws.
. 3x locking bolts.

. 3x washers.
. Drill 4.5 mm holes.

*Note that no mounting equipment is included in the box.
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3.3 Clear space

When installing the Radio Interface, it's essential to take into account the space over and under the
unit. IWCS recommends a minimum 110 mm above and 150 mm under of clear space to avoid
stressing the cables.

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3.4 Installing the Bracket
Placing the Bracket

The bracket serves as a secure mounting
solution for the Radio Interface.

It is crucial to ensure that sufficient space is
provided around the bracket to accommodate
cables and wiring.

Screws and holes

After determining the desired location for the
Radio Interface, select screws that are
appropriate for the surface you will be
mounting it on to. Depending on the material,
you may need to drill holes prior to securing
the bracket. Ensure the screws provide a
secure hold to keep the

Radio Interface in place.

Sealing

Apply silicone based
sealant in the mounting
holes.

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3.5 Installing the Radio Interface

Once the bracket is securely in place, you can proceed to insert the Radio Interface into the
designated slot. You might need to wiggle the Radio Interface slightly to make it fit
between the bracket arms.

Ensure a
firm and secure fit by pressing it all the
way until you feel a snap, indicating that
it is properly seated in the sockets. It is
important to note that this should be
done manually without the use of any
tools.

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4.2 Volume controles

The Radio Interface features two separate volume controls: one for TX volume and one for RX
volume.

To adjust these, remove the rubber sealing plugs by gently pulling them out of their sockets. Use a
small flat-head screwdriver to fine-tune the volume level.

NOTE: The volume dials are very sensitive, so make only small adjustments at a time.
Use a 1,5 mm flathead screwdriver to adjust the volume levels.
